With Mikael's
knowledge and understanding of International Business,
Martin's technical expertise and Keith's skills in sales
models they formed a complementary and dynamic
combination. By the end of the 1980s Axis had established
a position as one of the three world leaders in protocol
converters/printer interfaces.
