AV1 is a modern video encoding standard optimized for
video transmission over the internet by Alliance for Open
Media (AoM). It was designed to provide better
compression efficiency than older codecs including H.264
(also known as AVC) and H.265 (HEVC), while being
royalty-free and open-source.
