It's easy to add features like
network speakers and intercoms to communicate
with staff and residents, wearable camera solutions
to document resident/staff interactions, strobe sirens
that provide audible and visible urgent alerts, and
Al-based analytics for real-time alerts to falls,
shouting, elopement risks, and other time-sensitive
issues. Plus, we upgrade AXIS Camera Station Pro all
the time, helping you better protect your residents
and streamline your workflows.
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The personal: privacy and dignity

Privacy needs differ around the world, and from one individual
from the next. To help you meet those needs, our solutions

- including our partner integrations - are flexible and
customizable. For example, we offer AXIS Live Privacy Shield,
an Al-based masking application that lets you mask elements
in a video feed such as faces, other parts of the body, or
specific areas within a room. Additionally, AXIS Camera
Station Pro allows you to redact identifying features or areas
of the scene in recorded footage if you need to share footage
during an incident investigation.

You can also set privacy at the device level - for example, turn
off the microphone on a two-way speaker or audio-equipped
camera, or choose thermal cameras to monitor for falls
without capturing identifying features.

Finally, because you control access to all recordings,
compliance with HIPAA or other legislation is straightforward:
ensure secure storage, properly configure permissions, and set
and communicate rules for viewing or sharing recordings.
